Training of Faculty, Staff & Students

The UND Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee is instituting mandatory training for all personnel working with laboratory animals in order to ensure the humane treatment of animals.  This training is required of ALL individuals including faculty researchers, technicians, graduate, undergraduate, visiting scientists and any other individual (work study, high school science programs, etc) working with animals. Training of current personnel (lists were updated this summer) must be completed by September 20, 2008.  As individuals join laboratories, training should be completed within 2 weeks.  No one will be allowed access to the animal facility without the appropriate training.

PHS Policy and Animal Welfare Regulations allow individual IACUC’s to develop appropriate training programs.  The UND IACUC is utilizing the AALAS Learning Library as the source of training modules.  A list of specific training modules can be found below.  The modules available are species specific.  Please follow the instructions below and print out the dated certificate following completion of each module (before you exit the course).  This is the only record of your training experience (certificates are not saved online).  In addition, you must print and sign a copy of the Animal Care & Use Training Affidavit (attached to this memo and available on the CBR website http://www.med.und.nodak.edu/depts/cbr/ ).  These two documents must be sent to CBR to permit access to the animal facility.

Under Free Courses, choose ‘Introduction to Research Animal Methodologies Courses’. Then choose ‘Introduction to Mice’, ‘Introduction to Rats’, ‘Introduction to Rabbits’, ‘Introduction to Amphibians’ or other species utilized in your research.  Those working with rodents (mice and rats) must also complete the ‘Mouse Biomethodology Courses’ heading.  You will chose “Course” at the bottom to continue.  Then choose ‘If you are NOT enrolled in the AALAS Learning Library’ option. Then, review the course material.  Following this review, Choose ‘Exam’ and complete the exam on this material.  Once the exam is completed, print the dated certificate.  Those using anesthesia, analgesia or performing surgeries, must also complete the course entitled ‘Analgesia and Anesthesia‘.   If you leave this site, you will lose the certificate and have to complete the exam again.  If you work with more than one species, you must complete each species-appropriate module.  

Once the training is completed, please provide your training certificates to the Center for Biomedical Research, Box 9001 along with the Training Affidavit.  Your EMPLID card will then be updated providing access to the animal facility.  Individuals not completing the training will not be allowed access to the animal facility.  Access will be blocked if no certificate is on file.  No exceptions will be made.
