SURGERY GRAND ROUNDS
Surgery Grand Rounds will be held twice a month throughout the academic year except for the month of July.  During the months of December and January, Surgery Grand Rounds will be held only once.  No Grand Rounds will be held during July each year.
Surgery Grand Rounds will be held on the 1st and 3rd Fridays of the month at 12:00 noon in the Altru Hospital conference rooms A & B.  The Grand Rounds will be transmitted via video conferencing to the UND Surgery Conference Room (Room 227) at the UND Medical Education Center and other affiliated institutions.  The Grand Rounds presentations will begin at 12:00 noon and attendance is mandatory for all residents (see conference attendance policy).

The Grand Rounds presentation for the 1st Friday of each month will be given by a categorical surgical resident.  The Grand Rounds presentation for the 3rd Friday of the month will be given by a staff attending physician or invited guest.  A schedule will be made out prior to the beginning of each academic year (see enclosed schedule for current year), with each categorical resident assigned to give their Grand Rounds presentation in a specific month.  Changes in the schedule can only be made with prior approval of the Program Director.  
Each resident will be responsible for selecting a topic for Grand Rounds at least two months prior to the date of their presentation.  The topic will be submitted to Geralyn Lunski in the UND Department of Surgery office for approval by the Program Director.  Each resident will be required to meet with the Program Director one month prior to their presentation to review an outline of their presentation and literature search.  Presentations involving chart reviews and clinical retrospective research are strongly encouraged.  Two weeks prior to the presentation, each resident will be required to meet with the Program Director to review their slide presentation.  
Each presentation will be graded by three faculty members present.  The grades will be used to determine a point score which will be a component of the residency point system (see resident point system policy).

All required forms (i.e. CME presenter form) for Surgery Grand Rounds presentations must be signed and returned to Geralyn Lunski at the time of the meeting with the Program Director one month prior to the presentation.
Grand Rounds presentations should be structured to last approximately 35 minutes.  All presentations will be done through a PowerPoint format.  The Microsoft PowerPoint program is available in the resident work room and on the resident notebook computer.  It is mandatory for all slides presented at Grand Rounds or any other external presentations, to use the UND symbol in the left lower corner of each slide.  The color and design of the slide will be at the discretion of the presenter but the UND symbol must be present in the left lower corner of each slide.  References should be placed in the right lower corner of each slide.  A standard template for these slides can be obtained by e-mail from Geralyn Lunski, Conference Coordinator.  After completion of the Grand Rounds presentation, a copy of the presentation should be e-mailed or delivered to Geralyn Lunski in the surgery office.  A file will be kept on CD for each resident of all presentations given during their residency training.
